APPLICATION

LSS’ M30.3 is a 2-Way loudspeaker system, it uses one 160 mm (6”) long
excursion woofer with Neodymium magnet and voice coil of 44 mm (1.75”),
Polyethylene 34.4 mm (1.4”) Neodymium driver coupled to a rotatable ABS
horn.

M30.3 is a new power multifunction speaker, it can be placed wherever you
need a small dimension and nice look. Extremely powerful 250 Watt 16 Ohm
is ideal for distributed systems, front fill, for sound reinforcement in A/NV
events.

The mounting points included in the cabinet and the bracket offer the
possibility of suspension in any position. The cabinet beveled on the sides
makes it practical for use as a small monitor or clusters creations. M30.3 can
be used in full range mode or with a subwoofer (ex. SUBDRIVE12 that
allows pilotage with dedicated setup). The passive crossover of low
tolerance with slope 12dB/18dB and the Poliswitch protection circuit ensure
high pressures and maximum reliability.

M30.3 speaker can be mounted to the wall using its own bracket or on the
floor.

The bracket must be fixed to the wall through the fixing holes using plugs
suitable to support the weight of the entire apparatus.

Bracket must be secured to the speaker with the screws on one side of the
case.

If needed it is possible to mount the loudspeaker on its own mount pole.
Installation can be done either in vertical or horizontal position.

Choose a safe mounting location, so as to prevent the cables can be
stepped on or create tripping hazards.

Make sure that the shape and extent of the supporting surfaces are such as
to ensure a safe support.

One of the mounting holes not used to fix the bracket, can be used as safety
fixing point if required.

There are four Speakon NL4 connectors on the Loudspeaker: two in the
connection panel , one in the top and one in the bottom of the case.
Connectors in the connection panel are referred as ‘IN’ and ‘OUT’. IN is the
input connector and must be connected to the amplifier, ‘OUT’ is a LINK
OUT and can be connected to other systems.

The connectors in the Top and Bottom of the case are both LINK OUT
connectors.

Channel 2 has been linked from In to the out.
